The Dallas Chapter of the American Institute of Architects said Tuesday that it's doubling its office with a new lease.

The new Uptown location is just across the freeway from the Arts District. 

"If you want to read into this move that the AIA Dallas wants to be in the middle of everything, you would be correct," Tip Housewright, AIA board member, said in a statement. 

Part of the reason for the move to larger quarters is to provide room for a new Dallas Center for Architecture. 

"The AIA will be providing resources, exhibits and gallery space which will help explain the growth of Dallas, the history of some of these buildings, the role of architects and much more," Mr. Housewright said. 

The Dallas AIA plans to make the move this fall.
